QUESTIONS

Item #Q1 Question: Are we connecting to the fire alarm in an existing building if so where is that
coming from? Spec’s show it to be an existing system do you know what system they
have?

Answer: No, fire alarm to be a new system.

Item #Q2 Question: The plans call out a 10' ft chain link double gate in the middle of the ameristar
fence. Is this supposed to be ameristar fencing to match the rest of the fence or will it
remain chain link?

Answer: This fence is intended to be chain link fence; see updated civil sheet C1.0.
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Item #Q3 Question: Is American Standard Steel Building Systems an acceptable pre-engineered
steel building system?

Answer: Yes, must comply with specifications or greater.

Item #Q4 Question: There is a reference in the Division 13 specs calling for the primer to be
SSPC-20 zinc rich primer. This is not a standard metal building primer and is extremely
cost prohibitive. Would the owner be willing to deviate to SSPC-15 standard rust
inhibitive metal building primer?

Answer: Yes, SSPC-15 standard rust inhibitive metal building primer is acceptable.

Item #QS5 Question: What is the basis of design for the metal building awning design?

Answer: No basis of design; metal building manufacturer to engineer awning along with
the metal building structure. Match dimensions shown in plans.
